   Start out with spring fishing and it can be a great time of year for both artificial / fly enthusiast as well as the live bait guy. The spring is a transitional time of the year with rising water temp's and bait starting to return to the first coast. Along with all that comes the migratory fish. Spanish Mackerals, Jack Crevales, Magrove snappers, Ladyfish etc. It is also a time for you to get a big Trout!  The springtime fishing is hot!! Topwater / diving lipped  plugs (Rapalas, Skitterwalks,BiteABaits, Highrollers) will take a great number of these explosive hitting fish. If you like to through or learn to fish with artificial's, or maybe you have not had much luck with artificial's, this is the time to book a trip and do it. Last spring my clients had days with 25 trout to 5,6,and 7lbs!! Bill Carr caught an 11lb trout on a diving plug!! This is a fish of a life time. Will Aufrank and his son caught an 8lb trout, and both parties had many other fish to go with them. Great trips!!. While plugging for trout, you still have the chance of a Redfish, Spanish Mackeral, Bluefish and other species. It's always funny to me......People say they are not interested in some of these other species until they experience them on light tackle or the fly rod!! They are as fun to catch as many other fish, especially, when you already have afew nice trout in the box!! It can make for a fun and exciting trip. The explosion that comes with a topwater bite can make you jump out of your skin!! We can do that on a half day trip. If you do a 6hr or 8hr trip we could include backcountry fishing and target some shallow water redfish. Or, we can just plan to target Redfish in the shallows. I will plan your trip to have a great fun filled day with a fun and knowledgeable Capt. You do not get yelled at on my boat regardless of the situation!! I will teach and show you knots, the "when and where's" also show you t he fine points of working the baits with anything else you might want to know and it is fine if you bring your wife. They usually catch the best fish! 
   As we start to roll more into summer, fishing will stay somewhat the same, but, I do try to fish the cooler hours of the day, and try to plan productive fishing trips despite the heat of the day. However, that does NOT mean fishing shuts off in the middle of the day. Last year in July, I was on a great bite of trout with some Flounders and Redfish mixed in. We would deep jig them in 20 feet of water and having banner catches!! Afew days my clients limited out in an hour and the bite was hot! Every year things can be a little different but, they are usually somewhat close. So, I am predicting we will do the same pattern again. Give me a call and we can discuss anything on your mind. 
    Also, for the fly enthusiasts this can be a great time to get out and catch numbers of fish. For example, had a client last year and we headed out in the mourning and caught some trout and had a great time. As the bite slowed for the trout, we moved and caught some big ladyfish to 3-5lbs.....This was a alot of fun. Then went and took a shot and hooked up a redfish. What a day!! All on fly!! This was a guy who was "not sure if he wanted to go"!! Well, you know you can't catch them from the couch. And even he addmitted that the most fun thing was the ladyfish!!
